Junior Dragon City Tournament 2010

The annual Junior Dragon City Tournament was held today with sides coming from around Victoria to compete for the Junior Titles. Spread across 8 divisions more than 40 sides had entered the annual event which saw teams from Melbourne, Horsham, Albury and Bendigo take to the courts to aide preparations for the upcoming National Schools Cup event held in December.

The weekend’s wild weather played havoc for tournament organisers who had to reschedule many divisions as sides like Horsham were diverted on route due to road flooding. This combined with the fact that Upwey, who had entered 4 sides, withdrew from the tournament only hours before it began made for a very busy morning of rescheduling.

Matches however went ahead with many high quality games and players taking to the court. Many sides contained State Junior Volleyballers and organisers were pleased with players endeavours in the one day tournament.

With such a high number of entries two venues were used for the first time with some sides playing at the Bendigo Stadium, while others competed at the Girton Grammar Gymnasium.  

Of the local sides Girton had the most success winning the Under 17 Girls Division 1 as they defeated Horsham 2 sets to 1, the Under 15 Boys Honours defeating Billanook 2-1 and also the Under 15 Boys Div 1 as they defeated St Bernard’s College 2 sets to nil. In other finals Horsham defeated Billanook 2-0 in the 17 Girls Honours division, St Bernard’s defeated Girton Sourcerers 2-0 in the 17 Boys Honours, while in the most entertaining final of the day Bendigo South East College narrowly missed winning the 17 Boys Div 1 title as they went down 17 points to 15 in the deciding third set of their final against St Bernard’s. BSESC went on to lose two more finals, one to Billanook in the 15 Girls Honours and the other to Heidelberg 2 sets to 1 in the 15 Girls Div 1. Billanook also took out the 15 Girls Div 2 title in what proved to be a successful day for the school.

The Bendigo Volleyball Association will now look forward to the Dragon City Tournament to be held at the start of November when senior teams invade the city to compete for the coveted Bendigo Pottery Prizes.
